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PRATT THANKFUL
WHEN JURY FIND
HIM NOT GUILTY

Self Defense is Plen Which Wins
Freedom for West Pal-
myra Man

KING REACHED FOR
GUN AS HE WAS SHOT!

Acquittal Comes as Resull of
Legal Battle Waged by
Friends

Johnny Pratt, a happy, but chas-
tened colored man, returned to his
home and family Tuesday afternoon,
followlng his acquittal on the charge
of killing his employer, Willlam King, ;
at West Palmyra, August 12, of this
year,

The Jury, composed of six men
and six women, deliberated less than
an hour before returning the verdict
of “Not Guilty" In the Mount Holly
Criminal Court Tuesduy afiernoon at
430 o'clock,

Pratt recclved the verdict without
the show of emotipn which he felt,
belng vverwhelmed with the knowledge
that he was at last free from the
shadow of the electric chair, which
has loomed before him since that fate-
ful summer day when, in an alterca-
tion over wages due him, he had shot
and fatally wounded the construction
boss of. the Camden Paving Company,
who was In charge of the bullding of
the Markel street approach to ‘Ta-
cony-Palmyra Bridge, which opened to
the public two days later.

Very Thankful

When Johnny realized that he was
@ free man and could return to his
home he was deeply appreciative Lo

his many friends who had worked so
hard in his behalf and did his ut-
most  to adequately thank them for

their efforts,

His wife and children were in the
court room at the time and returned
home with him. They were brought|
to Palmyra by Fred G Fromuth, who,
with “ the assistance ' of Walter D.
Lamon and other friends of the de-
fendants, organized the “Johnny Pratt
Defense Fund” and arranged for his
defense,

8enator Clifford R. Powell became
interested in the case, as did Attor-
ney Robert Peacock, and both volun-
teered thelr services without compen-
sation, They were the defense attor-
neys at the trial and put up a master-
ful defense for their client.

Fine Character

That Pratt Is now free {5 due in no
small degree to the splendid charnc-
ter which he bore and to the despic-
able brutality of the man he killed.
Added to this was important testimony
of eye wilnesses to the effect that the
defendant was threatened by the rond
boss and that at the time the fatal
shot was fired King rushed
Pratt, cursing him and
his hip pocket

While King did not have a gun on
his person at the time it was shown
that Pratt knew he frequently car-
rled & revolver and that their rrln-l
tions were such that the colored man |

Dr. Ridgway Haines Lamb, dentist,
traveler and lecturer, died suddenly
Inst Thursday morning at White Horso,
near Trenton, just n moment after he
had stepped Into o small store (o
walt for & bus to take lim to his home
in Pnlmrt Death,  rosulted  from
heéart m ure, . He was  sevonty-five
years old

Dr, anb was a well known citizen
of Burlington County, having lived for
soveral years In  Moorestown  and
Mount Holly: before moving to Pal-
myrn some thirty years aigo:

Ho was gradunted from the Philns
delphin’ Dental College in 1875 and left
to practied In the Orlent shortly there-
nfter. During his Ufetime he lved In
sixty different  countries, Ancluding
Ohing, Japan, Afghanistan, Malay Pen-
insula and . Indla,

Since graduating from  collega he
has spent most of his time n Torelgn
lands, but returned otcasionnlly o
his home in Mooregtown in his early

youth and later in Palmyra. For the
|mnt few years he has traveled vory
little.

Aclive In Real Estate

Tho doctor made many real ostale
investinents in the County, the bulk
of which are In Palmyra. He owncd
“Ridgway Park” a plot of unimproved
Jand at Spring Gurden and Walnut
streets, and a large undeveloped tiact
wost of Delpware avenue. He also
owned  several houses In  the Intter
section of the town, in addition o his
home at 420 Horace avenue, where he
fived at the time of his death.  Con-
diderable interest was manitested in
n bungalow which he bullt in Moores-
town ut Central avenue and Milt
street, with the help of a Jopanese
hoy which he had brought home with
him fromn one Of his trips.

Moorestown peoplo remember him 1
sonneetion with a somewhat humorous
episade severnl years ago, shortly aftes
the Township had enncted an ordi-
nanee prohibiting the riding ol bicycles
on the sidewnlks.

The doctor persisted in lis vight to
ride on the walks and was wrrested
for vivlation of the ordinance.

Noted Theologlan, Pastor and
Writed Led Busy and
Useful Life

Funeral services wero held last Fri-
day afternoon trom the Calvary Press
byterlan Riverton, for
Rev, Phillp Vollmer, The Rev. Charle
T. Bates was In charge of the service,
while the ministers of the othe
churches in the community and asso
clates of Dr. Volimer also took part.

Dr. Vollmer died at his home, 10
Memorinl avenue, Palmyra, Decembe
10, following an {llness which had
confinedd him to his home for scveral
weoeks,

Professor  Phillp - Vollmer, Ph.D,
DD., was born on November 28, IMO,
at ankonl.hnl in the Palutinate
Gormany, and ‘was baptized and con-
firmed in  the United  Evangelical
Chureh of the province on the basis
of the Heldelberg Catechism. He re-
celved his elementary edueation in the
schiools of his native city, From 1875-
1878 he learned the trade of printer
and proof reader at the missfonary
institution ,8t. Chrischona, In Bwit-
zerland, during which perfod he .also
pursued private studies In Latin, gen-
eral history and literature,

Comes to America

At the invitation of Dr. G, Seibort,
Prof. Volliner arrived at New York
on September 11, 1878, and on the
following day he .entered the Pres-

loomileld, N, J, gradusting in 1881
from the  college. department and In
1888 from the school of theology.
Later he pursued two graduate courses,
one in 1884-1885 at Union Theolog-
fcal Seminary, New York City, and
the second In 1801-1803 in residence
at u\o Unlvcrslty of.  Pennsylvania,
Piilad 8y 11z in  philos-
ophy, sm-loloqv, American history and
English literature. and leading to the
degree of Doclor of Philosophy.

Part of the time of his five trips
to Europe was spent in research work
and the study of teaching methods at
the German Universities of Heidel-
berg, Strassbutg, Berlin, Lelpzig and
Halle, In 1899 the degree of Doctor
of Divinity honors causa was con-
ferred upon him by Udsinus College.

From the beginning of Dr.: Voll-
mer's life-work branched out into five
directions—the pastorate, teaching.
literary activity, goperal church work
and speclal sociologieal studies, For
over twenty years he served two
churches; from 1884-180, the Willough-
by  Avenue resbyterian  Churoh,
Brooklyn, .N. ¥, and from 1889-1905,
St. aul's Reformed Chureh, Phila-
delphia, Pa, 4

Professor of Theology

Di.  Vollmer  was instructor  in
Bloomfield Beminary and for twenty-
cight years he ' served as profossor
of theology in thre¢ Beminnrles—f{rom
1808-1007 In the ' Ursinus Bchool of
Theology, Philadelphia, Pa.; from
1007-1922, in Central Beminary, Day-
ton, O, from 1022-19226 in Eden
Seminary, St Loats; Mo. At hiz age
of retirement in 19226 he was ap-
pointed Exccutive Secretary of the
Commissio non  Christianity and 8o-
cinl Problems.

Dr..  Voller rformed @« Inyge
amount of literary work, as editor
and contributor to varlous religlous,
theological,” saciplogical and political
periodicals. He 1s also the author of
over thirty books and pamphlets,
amang which are ¢he three wlduly
used texthooks for Bible study: “The
Writings of the "New Téstament in
Thelr Historical Seting'; "Nva Tes-
tament BSoclology": and “The Mod-
ern Students' Life of Christ.”

Dy. Vollmer devoted a large portion
of time and energy to general church,
educational and . soclal work, as a
member or president of varlous boards
uand commitees.

Parker instructed Clifford D. Caln,
Asslstant County Detective, to go to
Burlington on November 9th.  This
Mr. Caln did, arriving in Burlington
about two o'clock in the aftornoon
and remaining on duty until about
seven ine the evenibyg, at which time
the celebration heing about over, he
started to return to Mount Holly.

On his way home und when on the
State Highway near Third or Fourth
street, the right hand tire of (he car
driven by him blew out. which causcd
his car to swerve and collide with an-
othg¢r automaobile driven by Adolph
Moore, of Orchard View avenue, Bur-
lington, who was pecompanied by his
wife, Mrs, Marjorie Moore. M. and
Mys. Moore were injured, s was Mr,
Caln, The injuries to all of them were
painful, but I am glad to suy none
of them proved serlons.  ‘The car
driven by Mr. Cain was damiged by
the aceident,

1L seemed to me Lhat (here was
nothing about the ovecurrence which
called for any special investigation.
Some time afterward I heard rumors
to the effect that iL had been reported
that at the time of the nccident Mr,
Cauin was under the influence of liguoy,
Although  your communication = suys
nothing about thiy, yel I understand
thit the delegation who ealled upon
you and to whose visit yon allude,
muade ussertions (o the effect that Mr.
Cain wag Intoxicated at the time.

Critivise Complainants

It does seem to me that i any citi-
zens of the County had any com-
plaints to make about one of the de-
tectives or had any criticism of his
conduet, It woukl have been more ap-
propriate for them to have called upon
me rather than you, in as much as
Mr. Cnin was appointed by me and
comes more  partieularly under the
Jurisdiction of this office, than under
that of yonr body.

I have Known Mr. Cain for some
time, have been intimately assocluted

T with him during the past five years

and have found him o most efclent
officer, In whom I bhave the very ut-
most confidence, and T never observed
the slightest indication of the . use by
him of  intoxieating  lquor, ueither
have T ever heard any rumors that he
used it.

When T first heard these rumors I
satisfied myself by Investigation that
the same were unfounded. Since re-
celving your letter T have made a
more extended investigntion. I have
received . statements  concerning  the
accldent by practically cvery one who
was present at the time inclnding Mr,
amd Mrs, Moore the Burlington offi-
cers, the physiclan who was called to
give first-aid treatment for the injur-
fes, and several other persons with
whom I am well acquainted.

Unavoidable, e Says

All these statements show that the
collision wns an unavoidable accident
and that My. Cain was not to blame,
and so far as his being Intoxicated,
thase who saw him immediately after
the aceldent, including the dootor who
attended his injurles, all state that not
only was My, Cain not intoxicated but
that there was nothing to indicate
that he bad even been drinking. This
15 the result of my investigation,

If I can give yon further light on
the subject I will be very glad to do
50, Of course, T do not know what
charges, if any, were mode by the
delegation of citizens which appeared
before you. I do not know if they
presented any evidence to you, None
of them have ever ealled upon or com-
munieated with me,

Mr. Cain, os you know, hns been
very active fn the prosecution  of vio-
lators of the Prohibition Law. He has
undoubtedly thus Incurred the cnmity
of such law-breakers and therelfore,
they would no doubt be glud of any
opportunity to discredit him. Tt is
not unlikely that the rumors emanated
from such sources,

Offers to Produce Evidence

Mrs. Gilbert asked if the Board
would feel obliged to bring sult against
Detective Cain to recover damages to
the car, If he was found gullty of
being intoxicated at the time the ac-
cident bhappened. She said she hnd
witnesses In the room and was ready
Lo lay their testimony before the Board
if the members cared to hear it

Frecholder Wright asked Mrs. Gil-
bert if there was any reason why the
committee which she represented did
not want to submit their evidence to
n court or to the Grand Jury. Mrs.
Gilbert sajd there was no reason, but
that t(hey felt they shiould not be
obliged to go to court to protect the
public funds when they had in the
Board of Freeholders a body elected
Lo look ufter thelr interests,

Mrs. Gllbert expressed the opinion
that with three County Detectives, a
Sherdff and half & dozen cars some-
thing should be done to stop the crime
whve that s sweeping . Burlington
County., Freéeholder Stout  corrected
Mis, Gilberl as to the number of cars
heing operuted at County expense, He
said that only one was supplied to
the Detective Départment and one Lo
the Sheriff's office,

Detectives Need Car

Solicitor Wells stated that the De-
Loetive Department needs a car in the
conduct of its business, and if the
County did not supply ‘one, they would
be obliged to rent a car at a much
higher cost to the County than buying
a car, When the Solicitor pointed out
that eighteen months might elapse
before o sult against Detective Cain
would be settled, Mrs. Gilbert withdrew
her objection to the purchase of a car
pending further actfon, with the un-
derstanding that if it Is proved that
Cain was Intoxicated. the Board will
Luke action to colleet from him the
price of o new car.

The result of the controversy was
that Mrs. Gilbert and heér committee
submited their evidence to Soligjtor
Wells after the public meeting of the
Board had adjourned, with a view to
learning whether or not hey had suf-
ficlent evidence to warrant proceeding
with chdrges against the deteotive.

Serious Financlal Situation
E. Howard Frazier, of Edgewnter
Park, representing the County Asso-
clation of Aessessors, appeared before
the Board to submit to the members
some advance Information which he
thought might be helpful to them in
making up their budget for the com-
Ig year, In the face of requests for
additional appropriations amounting to
$38,000, and mandatory Increases of

the Board to s0 ndjust its budget that
the County rate would not be in-
crensed, as taxpayers all over the
Caunty were groaning under the bur-
de noxt taxation. £

tion: Burlington Township,  $1.500;
Westampton Township, $1.500; Mount
Laurel. $750; Willingboro, $400,
Frecholder Stout, Director of the
Road Department, said he did not see
where the balance of the moncy was
coming from. Many such requests
were received by the Board, he said,
all of which had merit, but that the
Board was continually short of money
to meet these requests, much as it
would like to do so.

stated that the hospital was properly
and efficiently managed, and that
many ¢mergency  cases  were  cared
for that would live to get to a city
hospital.  The ‘only equipment lack-
ing, the doctor sald, was a radium out-
fit. If the hospital had that it would
be able to do anything that any hos-
pital in the country can do.
Dr. Joseph Stokes spoke briefly of
the efficiency of the hospital and said
the County could not spend money in
any better way than in amply sup-
porting this institution.

Alex. C, Wuood, of Riverton, mem-

ber of the Board of Directors, sub-
mitted the following report:
Mr. Wood's Report

The new Burlington County Hos-

pital has been in operation one year
and six months.  During this brief
period the one hundred bed capacity

of the Institution has on several oc-
cations been completely filled and dur-
ing eleven months of 1020 there has
been an average of seventy-seven pa-
tients In the wards and rooms.

“It Is evident therefore that the
hospital is vendering great service to
the citizens of the County. For ex-
ample: 236 patients were admitted
during the month of October, 1029; of
these twenty-eight were private; forty-
three were semi-private; twenty were
ward: seventy-one were part pay, and
seventy-four wetre free patients,

“During the month 152 operations
were performed. There was a total
number of 2,149 patient days. As may
be expected in the case of an Insti-
tution serving such diverse types of
population as are to be found in Bur~
lington County free patient still rep-
resent the largest percentage of those
recelving treatment, The greatest care
8 taken by the social service depart-
ment W inguire into the ability of pa-
tients to pay but the Hoespital authori-
ties feel strongly the responsibility of
caring for the indigent sick of the
County and the need of restoring them
to & condition In which they may
agohin  became  productive  economic
units in the community.

Many Free Patients

"Owing to the large percentage of
free putient service only 54 per, cent.
of the cost of operation of the hos-
pital plant for the first cleven months
of 1929 has been provided by patients,
Expenditure has been carefully watch-
cd 0s 18 shown by the fact that the
cost to the hospital for each patient
day has averaged $5.05.

The proposed reduction of Federal income taxes Is
